Fermented and aged in stainless steel tanks
so as to preserve the primary aromas of the
grape.

To serve
Serve cool in the summer (15°C) a little
warmer in the autumn and winter (18°C).

Trial analysis
Red and black fruit, with a hint of terroir. An
impressive quality-price relation. The style of
this wine is rather continental, with its notes
of ripe fruit, but it is also meaty and fresh.
Well-structured. Persistent finish.

Castro Ventosa is one of El Bierzo's oldest estates. It is the family estate of the famous oenologist
Raul Pérez. Its wines are superb from the entry level to the top cuvée Valtuille. The very best of the
Mencia grape.
