Trial analysis
One of the most beautiful wines from Rias
Baixas - the most beautiful, even. A famous
wine-lover once compared it to a cross
between a Sancerre and a Riesling. Its
aromas are both refined and complex -
flowers, exotic fruit, a touch of petrol. It is
juicy on the palate, wide and dense, and
also very long in the aftertaste.
